Here (on page 2) is one more favorite from 
Herbert entitled “Easter.”  May it be good for your soul.

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Rise, heart, thy lord is risen.  Sing his praise  
Without delays,  
Who takes thee by the hand, that thou likewise  
With him may'st rise:  
That, as his death calcinèd thee to dust,  
His life may make thee gold, and, much more, just. 

Awake, my lute, and struggle for thy part  
With all thy art,  
The cross taught all wood to resound his name 
Who bore the same.  
His stretchèd sinews taught all strings what key  
Is best to celebrate this most high day. 

Consort, both heart and lute, and twist a song  
Pleasant and long;  
Or, since all music is but three parts vied  
And multiplied  
Oh let thy blessèd Spirit bear a part,  
And make up our defects with his sweet art.

Our Congregation’s mission to provide a hot supper every Sunday 
evening for anyone who needs it has been serving our community 
for over a decade.  The mission remains a vibrant one; we have 
consistently averaged about 25 guests every week.  We provide a 
full supper—salad, hot main and side dishes, and desert.  We also 
offer each guest a sack lunch and breakfast items as they leave.  

How can you help?  Happily, there are many ways to do so.  

• Volunteer your time.  Mandy Strawn, our volunteer 
coordinator, is always looking for people who can cook, or 
people who can help with preparation, serving, and cleanup on 
Sundays.  Novice cooks can get lots of good advice from the 
“old hands”; Sunday volunteering involves being at the Church 
from about 3:30 to 6:30.  Mandy’s email: 
mandy.strawn@gmail.com 

• Put your gifts in the Communion Sunday barrel.  
For those donations, we could particularly use items suitable for 
casseroles (rice, noodles, tuna, chicken broth, and tomato sauce), 
and items we can use in lunch bags (such as individually 
wrapped granola bars and individual fruit cups).  All gifts that 
can be utilized by The Second Helping go there first.  Items that 
are not needed by The Second Helping are passed on to the Flint 
Hills Breadbasket.  The Flint Hills Breadbasket is actually one of 
our providers, generously giving us meat products and some 
canned goods.  

• Donate money.  Last year, we are proud to say, the Second 
Helping did not use any of the church’s budget dollars.  Your 
generous donations (including the cash and checks dropped in 
the Communion barrel) were our primary support.   

• Donate meat.   At times, the local grocery stores run 

wonderful sales on meat items.  We generally have freezer space 
available.  Of particular use to us would be beef arm roasts, pork 
roasts, pork loins, and hams.   
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• Make or donate a desert.  Health Department rules require 
that any food that we serve be made in the church kitchen.  We 
would be happy to work with you so that you could do that.  We 
can also use commercially prepared deserts.  Cookies, cakes, and 
ice cream have been popular donations.  

• Donate lunch bag items.  In addition to a sandwich and 
chips, we put fresh vegetables, a piece of fresh fruit, and instant 
oatmeal in our lunch bags.  We love to add granola or breakfast 
bars or individual fruit cups.  We also have used donated eggs 
and hardboiled them to add protein to those lunch bags.  If you 
would like to donate 5 dozen eggs, or 30 pieces of fruit, or any 
other appropriate item, just let Sue Zschoche suez@ksu.edu or 
Dale Stearns annestearns@gmail.com know about it early in the 
week in which you would like to donate.   

Please note that for any in-kind donations, the church office has a 
form that you can fill out which can be used for tax purposes.
